Cale Barrett - 2013 State Snooker Champion
“The North West Coast’s 30 Year Wait Is Over”

This year saw Penguin’s Cale Barrett become only the second player from the North West Coast to win the        
Tasmanian Snooker Championship, it also breaks a thirty (30) year drought for a player from the North West Coast 
to win the state’s premier snooker championship.

Cale defeated Tasmania’s perennial state champion and without doubt Tasmania’s most successful cueist in       
Hobart’s Les Higgins in the final 6-2. In progressing to the title Cale defeated Denny Mayne 4-2 in the Quarter Final 
and then continued his great form in defeating former state champion Gregg Watt in their Semi Final 5-2. Cale’s 
effort in losing only two (2) frames to both Gregg in the Semi’s & Les in Final was an outstanding achievement and 
just shows how much Cale has improved over the past few years.

As if winning the Tasmanian State Snooker title was not enough for young Cale, he then went on to win his first                     
Tasmanian 6 Red Snooker title defeating Gary Bjarnoe-Elliott in the final. Cale then travelled to Sydney for the    
Australian 6 Red Snooker Championship where he defeated Australia’s No 6 ranked player James Mifsud in the 
final to become Tasmania’s second Australian 6 Red Snooker Champion after Les Higgins won the title in 2011.
